TCSS prepares for in-person Board of Education meetings 
LaGrange, Ga., June 11, 2020 – Now that the shelter in place and state of emergency has been lifted, Troup County School System (TCSS) will now return to holding their Board of Education (BoE) meetings in the Administrative Services Building beginning Tuesday, June 16th. 
When visitors enter the vestibule, they will be required to check their temperature and record that temperature on the sign-in log. In addition, visitors will be required to read a waiver form acknowledging they haven’t traveled outside of the United States and are not sick. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention suggests masks be worn. The Board of Education meeting room seating will be spaced to allow six feet of distance between each board member and attendees. With this configuration, there will be a 50-person capacity inside of the board room which equates to 30 chairs available for the general public.
